prepare:
Sift the dry ingredients into a bowl. Make a well in the
centre of the flour mixture. Break the eggs into the well
and add one-third of the milk. Gradually whisk the flour
mixture into the wet ingredients until very smooth. Then
whisk in the butter, vanilla and remaining milk. Leave the
batter to rest for 30 minutes at room temperature.

Brush the cooking surface with melted butter and wipe
off the excess with a paper towel. Heat the surface until a
drop of water will sizzle on it. Then pour in about 50 ml of
batter, creating that perfect shape. Cook the pancake
until golden brown, then flip it with the spatula and cook
the other side. Re-butter the surface only if the batter
begins to stick.
